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The article reviews the complicated phenomenon of corruption from the perspective of damage caused to the
interests of an individual in view of the origination of obstacles for exercising of human and civil rights and freedoms in
order to obtain new knowledge on social consequences of corruption needed to build an effective system of combating
measures. The object of the study is public relations in the sphere of exercising of human and civil rights and freedoms
that are negatively affected by corruption-related crimes and the phenomenon of corruption in general. The subject
of the study is relevant corruption combating problems related to the establishment of the overall picture of social
consequences caused by corruption in the sphere of exercising of human and civil rights and freedoms and possible
measures for minimization of such consequences. The methodological framework of the study is comprised of the
universal method, general and private scientific cognition methods including the linguistic, logical, comparative law and

legal modelling methods. Based on an analysis of legal provisions of the Russian Federation, materials of international
organizations as well as judicial statistics and scientific publications on the problem under consideration, the author
comes to a scientifically justified conclusion that social consequences of corruption in the sphere of exercising of
human and civil rights and freedoms that are of obvious and latent character require close attention of the state in
the course of planning and adoption of anti-corruption measures as they seriously undermine the trust of citizens in
government authorities and officials, give birth to legal nihilism, which in its turn can affect the security of the state.
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
