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Operating in the contemporary world the digital transformation (DT) requires its correct accounting and man-
agement, being it the principal vector of modern business development. It means the strict determination of the main
parameters and indicators of DT, the appraisal of which facilitates the sector to use the digital efficiently and conse-
quently, thus, providing its own secure development. Still, until now such a determination has not been elaborated
yet. The contribution to solve the problem is the objective of the present paper.

For this reason, the author analyzed the foreign developments and practices of application of the DT’ indicators
and valuations, compared them with the Russian approaches and proposed the original mode to assess the DT and
the Digital culture, the latter the key component of the former.

This mode has been tested on the materials of domestic statistics, revealing the fragile state of the Russian busi-
ness’ contemporary DT since the Digital culture not formed in the sector. The liquidation of these lacunas requires
the current DT’ policy to be complemented significantly aimed to stimulate business to use efficiently the digital,
thus, enabling the sectors’ secures development.
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
