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The article deals with the issues of restriction of freedom in general and freedom of the entrepreneur in the function
of state control and supervision. The freedom of the entrepreneur is positioned as a universal principle of constitutional
law, integrating several independent principles of legal regulation of relations in the field of entrepreneurial activity.

Freedom as a universal value from separate, tied to the sphere of regulation and conditioned by it. The control
and supervision of the established interference in the activities of controlled persons ensures the established limits of
these freedoms, thereby guaranteeing by its very existence freedom as a universal good, as a fundamental legal value.

The aspects of the correlation between the control and supervisory activities of government bodies and the freedom
of entrepreneurial and economic activity are highlighted. They consist in the allocation of various types of freedom
in the legal category of freedom, depending on the scope of control and supervision; positioning the level of freedom
of entrepreneurship as the degree of managerial impact and, at the same time, the effectiveness of state control and
supervision; additionally, the normatively enshrined freedom of the controlled entity as a control and supervisory
activity, as well as a criterion for differentiating control and supervision as managerial forms. It is concluded that
control and supervisory activities act as a guarantee of freedom of activity in the field of activity, the ability of control
and supervisory activities to influence the regulation of public relations, taking into account feedback.
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
