The article analyzes the latest innovations of the Bankruptcy Legislation, which strengthens the protection of creditors' interests by toughening the mechanisms of
bringing to account the controlling persons. The grounds for bringing to subsidiary liability, the ratio of wrongfulness and guilt of the controlling person, were studied.
The need to regulate the relationship of the basis of subsidiary liability in bankruptcy with the grounds of general civil liability for causing losses in resolving disputes on
the responsibility of the controlling person to creditors is noted.
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
