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The industrial revolution, the growing role of capital and the desire for its concentration, have accelerated the flow of those integration processes that
took place in the market economy between economic agents. As a result, the concept that once existed, according to which a legal entity was recognized as an
independent entity, remained so only from the formal legal point of view, whereas in fact the legal entity in most cases ceased to be an independent subject of
economic activity, as it became involved in the relationship of economic dependence.
