The author pas attention, that art.428 of Civil Code protects a week party of adhesion contract, including situations when
negotiating inequality of a week and a strong party is based on dominating status of the strong party; but also antitrust law protects
economic actors from abuse in dominating status; that’s why the author compares civil law and antitrust law as variants of protecting of
week party, also taking into account court practice.
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
