New Technologies as a Challenge
to Justification of Protection of Rights to Intellectual Property

New technologies have largely changed the production and use of the results of intellectual activity. This is a prerequisite and reason
for their protection in civil circulation from misuse. However, there arises the question of the validity of the protection of rights to the
results of intellectual activity, when the latter realize the economic function in the market. First, indeed, the market can be observed the
emergence of new areas of the economy, where innovations are realized (practical innovations), and fundamental innovations (scientific
developments) are developed through small-scale subsequent innovations. Secondly, we can talk about so-called additional innovations,
which combine many other innovations and, thus, create not only fair competition in the market, but also contribute to the development
of intellectual property in science. Thirdly, all developers and inventors work not only in one thematic key, but also consider it more
efficient to conduct research on a particular issue in one area (for example, Skolkovo Innovation Center, Zelenograd Technopark, etc.).
Fourthly, there are innovations that are introduced into civil circulation and whose content does not have such a criterion as creativity.
All these aspects lead to the main provisions of intellectual property law, namely, to the authorship of the developer, the criteria of novelty
and creativity of the created object.
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
