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The article considers the problem of using information as an object of civil legal relations. It is noted that the “information”
category is widely used both in legislation and judicial practice. However, the absence of references to the information as the object of
civil legal relations in the Art. 128 of the RF CC creates difficulties for the legal regulation of relations including the information transfer,
its inheritance, conclusion and execution of contracts, protection of personal non-property rights, etc. Information is the basis for the
person’s information image including features characterizing it as the civil law subject: honor, dignity, business reputation, health status,
peculiarities of personal and family life, etc. Recognition of the information as the object of civil legal relations and its inclusion in the
Art. 128 of the RF CC will provide higher quality of the civil legal relations regulation and protection of the person’s information image.
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
