This article is devoted to the possible civil law methods of economic stimulation of various types of business activities related to waste management.
The article highlights the main problems of implementation of existing methods of stimulation, for example, the lack of stimulating effect of the fee
for the negative impact on the environment, environmental fee, the lack of benefits in the implementation of separate collection of solid municipal
waste and others. The author makes proposals to overcome these problems in order to improve the efficiency of economic regulation of environmental
activities.

The article considers the possibility of expanding the scope of application in the field of waste management of such civil mechanisms as contractual
relations, concession agreements, public-private partnership, civil liability for environmental damage, as well as the possibility of applying them within
the framework of economic incentives for businesses.
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
