Self-Regulation
in the Innovative Development of Russia

As arule, self-regulation is used as an alternative to state licensing or other "permissive” mechanisms. A necessary element in the procedure of self-
regulation is a self-regulatory organization that unites businesses and professional activities. These subjects are dealt with in this article.

In the legal status of self-regulating organizations, the basic and understandable should be the purpose of their creation. Establishing such goals in
the legislation would allow self-regulatory organizations to develop in a single direction. In the Federal law “On self-regulatory organizations” such goals
are not formulated. Specialized laws defining the legal status of self-regulatory organizations in certain types of activities do not differ in uniformity. This
article draws attention to the need to formulate such objectives at the level of the Federal law “On self-regulatory organizations™. It is concluded that not
only centralized acts, but decentralized (including in the process of self-regulation) are necessary for the innovative development of Russia.
