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The article draws attention to the fact that, in the light of the implementation of the constitutional principle of the welfare state, enshrined in
Article 7 of the Constitution of the Russian Federation, in order to ensure a decent standard of living for Russian citizens, all effective anti-crisis
legal tools should be claimed, including socially-entrepreneurial tools that have proven themselves abroad in solving various social problems.
It is noted that in this regard, when constructing the Russian legal model of social entrepreneurship, which has not yet been legalized in Russia,
the study of foreign experience will be useful. Analyzing the content of a number of foreign laws on joint and social economics, it turns out that
the common, uniting ideas is the possibility of logical construction of a single semantic series of concepts “social state — social and solidary
economy — social entrepreneurship”, in which is the value of studying the law enforcement experience of foreign countries that have managed
in practice to implement the constitutional principle of the social state in various models of social entrepreneurship. The next Russian draft law,
which needs a conceptual revision, consisting in a fundamental change in the approach to the legalization of social entrepreneurship in the Russian
Federation, is subjected to a critical analysis. It is concluded that in the draft law under discussion, this approach is narrowly institutional, does not
take fully into account the foreign law enforcement experience of the implementation of the constitutional principle of the welfare state.
