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Regulation and Development of Family Entrepreneurship as a Type of Social Entrepreneurship in the Russian Federation

Social entrepreneurship is traditionally considered to be one of the most common types of business, prevailing quantitatively in countries
with developed market economies. At the same time, family entrepreneurship as a kind of social entrepreneurship is not the most popular form of
doing business, but it has already developed in the modern realities of the Russian family business.
