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Social entrepreneurship as an economic and legal phenomenon is widespread throughout the world. In Russia, there is a search for
optimal organizational and legal forms for the organization of such activities. Attempts to borrow special types of organizations related to social
entrepreneurship in foreign legal order can lead to a negative result. The article substantiates the need to take into account the current practice
of social entrepreneurship in the country, which does not have a legislative framework. The proposed distinction between social entrepreneurship
and the activities of socially oriented non-profit organizations will allow the development of a new phenomenon in systemic unity with the current
norms of civil legislation.
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
