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At present, in organizations with a social orientation, entrepreneurial relations are built according to the principle of using market
mechanisms as a tool for meeting social needs that serve the common interests and the common good of society. Of course, such an activity
can lead not only to short-term, but also to long-term benefits for society. In this connection, the rights to the results of intellectual activity
(RID), especially patents, are traditional legal instruments that guarantee exclusive rights to various forms of innovation and thus allow
the inventor to profit from his idea. Indeed, biotechnological inventions can be patented, having patentability criteria in accordance with
the provisions of the TRIPS Agreement (Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects). However, such criteria may not be equally applied in all
countries (jurisdictions) that have signed and ratified the said Agreement for themselves.
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
