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Domestic science at various periods of its development experienced a significant influence of the state, law and legislation, while
retaining in one form or another elements of autonomy and self-regulation. The globalization of science and the development of new
technologies require the formation, along with legal ones, of non-legal regulators, as well as legal means ensuring the relative autonomy of
science, its self-regulation. Based on the results of the study, the author concludes that it is necessary to develop and consolidate measures
and mechanisms aimed at legal support of the existing elements of self-regulation in national science, as well as the formation of new ones,
either completely absent or actually existing, but not properly fixed in the national legislation on science.
