Relevant Issues
of the Notarial Support of a Mediation Agreement

The article is devoted to the analysis of the features of notarial support of mediation agreements. In this regard, the subject and
conditions of a settlement are analyzed, groups of social relations are determined that can be the subject of a mediation agreement.
Based on the analysis of judicial arbitration practice, the author identifies the most popular disputes that may be the subject of
a mediation agreement, shows the dynamics of legislation in this field of notarial activity, expresses an opinion on prohibitions
and restrictions when concluding a settlement agreement, especially dwells on settlement agreements that include diversified
elements. A general conclusion is drawn about the need in this case to be guided by the norms of special legislation and to take
into account the essence of social relations.
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
