Bogdanova Elena E., Acting Head of the Department of Civil Law of the Kutafin Moscow State Law University (MSAL),
LL.D. Issues of the Delictual Liability of Parents for the Damage Caused to a Child Born as a Result of the Application of

In the presented article, the author, based on the experience of the Russian Federation and the United States, considers
the issues of bringing parents to tort liability for damage caused to a child born as a result of the use of assisted reproductive
technologies.

According to the author, in establishing the legal basis for the application of assisted reproductive technologies, it is relevant
to achieve a fair balance between private and public interests: State intervention, in the form of tort liability, is permissible if the
decision of parents who have chosen appropriate genetic and biomedical procedures for the birth of a child implies a significant
risk of future physical or moral suffering as a result of such a decision.
