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Co-Authors as Copyright Subjects

This article is devoted to the private-law institute of co-authorship. According to the author’s point of view, co-authorship is not a specific
copyright regime but a set of the co-author’s rights and obligations, directly related to his legal status. Particular attention is paid to the exercise
of the co-authors’ rights. The author suppose that the small number of cases on co-authorship issues in the national judicial practice testify not
to the success and effectiveness of this area of legal regulation but to the underdevelopment of co-authorship in Russia. Today, possible disputes
between co-authors are mostly resolved by non-legal means. In conclusion, author indicates the need for further improvement of the legislation
on co-authorship.
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
