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Informational Cooperation and Informational Liabilities of Parties in an Obligation: A Systemic View

The article explores the problem of differentiation and correlation of such legal concepts as information assistance and information duty,
their connection with the principle of good faith. The author defends the point of view that the rules on information assistance play, the role of a
legal instrument, able to compensate the parties to the obligation for the lack of awareness that affects the economic effect of any. In an effort not
to go beyond the legislative intent embedded in clause 3 of article 307 of the civil code of the Russian Federation, the author proceeds from the
fact that behavioral acts, the actions performed in compliance with the requirements of the law on information assistance embody other tools in
their content than those that are called legal obligations.
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
