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Modern Tendencies of the Development of Laws on Self-Regulated Organizations in the Construction Sphere in the Russian Federation
and Eurasian Economic Union Member States

The article analyzes the current trends in the development of legislation on self-regulating organizations in the construction sector in the
member States of the Eurasian Economic Union. Using the method of comparative legal analysis, the author identifies General patterns and
features of legal regulation of these issues in the Russian Federation, the Republic of Belarus, the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Republic of
Armenia, and the Kyrgyz Republic. In this article, the author considered only certain issues of the development of legislation on self-regulation
in the Eurasian Economic Union countries, which require further study and legal regulation.
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
