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Issues of Qualification of a Customs Representation Agreement

The article deals with the problem of determining the legal nature of the contract concluded between customs
representatives and declarants. The author revealed that the contract of customs representation is not regulated by the Civil

Code of the Russian Federation. The article addresses the issue of the need to introduce a new chapter into civil legislation.
The author of the article substantiated that the contract of customs representation is a mixed one, combining elements of a
paid service agreement and a contract of assignment. The article explores the relationship of public contracts and contracts of
accession. It is substantiated that the contract of customs representation has signs of publicity, and by the method of conclusion
it is an agreement of accession, in which the acceding party is the declarant.
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
