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The Proprietary Right to Real Estate in the Conditions of Sharing Economy and Digitization
The article analyzes approaches to the meaning of ownership of real estate in the context of the sharing economy and digitalization. As a result of the
analysis, it is concluded that property rights are losing their positions as the main means of satisfying citizens in using real estate for both residential and non-
residential purposes. However, this does not mean at all that property rights should be attributed to archaic legal institutions giving way to contractual relations.
The simultaneous existence of both legal institutions — property rights and leases — allows us to satisfy the different needs of the subjects of civil legal relations.
Real estate in the new economic realities is considered both from the point of view of satisfying the need to use it for living, doing business, etc., and also
increasingly gives rise to derivative property rights, including through the use of new digital technologies.
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
