The Impact of the Coronavirus Pandemic on the State of the Economy and the Corporate Management System in Spain

Using the example of Spain, the article examines the impact of the coronavirus pandemic on the state of the national economy, which was expressed, in
particular, in a sharp drop in GDP in 2020 and a threefold reduction in the rate of creation of new companies, which required the adaptation of the legislative
framework for corporate activities to the new realities. The author notes the deepening of the trend that was outlined earlier to increase the socially significant
elements in the activities of companies. An example of this is the active discussion about the need to legislate a 4-day working week of 32 hours and to give a
permanent form of remote employment. This, according to experts, without compromising labor productivity will significantly improve the quality of life of
employees of enterprises.
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
