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Peculiarities of the Application of Transborder Insolvency Provisions on the Example of the Commonwealth of Australia: Relevant Issues of the Legal
Regulation

This article provides an analysis of the experience of the Australian Union in the implementation and application in its territory of legal norms governing
relations in connection with cross-border insolvency of the debtor.

The author draws attention to the peculiarities of the introduction of a single law on cross-border insolvency in Australia, as well as the legal consequences
caused by this circumstance.

Using the example of the use of the Model Law on Cross-Border Insolvency developed by the United Nations Commission on International Trade Law
(UNCITRAL) in Australia, the author draws attention to the existence of gaps in the legal regulation of this area, which leads to the formation of diverse judicial
practice and the lack of uniform legal approaches in the implementation of procedures in the framework of cross-border insolvency. For the most effective search
for the center of the main interests of the debtor, the author suggests a different way of determining it from the one proposed by UNCITRAL.
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
