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On the Concept of Digital Rights as Objects of Civil Relationships

The fixed legal definition of digital rights does not allow to unambiguously define its content. This is largely due to the fact that the legal definition of digital
rights is abstract in nature, refers to the norms of law that are either not yet adopted, or regulate a narrow circle of public relations. In the article, the author
proposes to understand digital rights as property rights to objects that exist exclusively in cyberspace. At the same time, due to the specifics of digital rights, their
owner must have the technical ability to dispose of them, and the digital rights themselves must be recorded exclusively in digital form.
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
