New Medical Technologies: The Concept Efficiency and the Legal Forecast (a Private Law Aspect)

The author examines the issues related to the rapid development of new medical technologies that induce the need to increase the role of private law
regulation of relations. The concept of “new medical technologies” led to a numerous discussions concerning the moral and ethical standards, as well as the
principles, methods and fundamentals of regulating the relevant legal relations. The article focuses on the fact that the regulation of private legal relations arising in
the field of application of new medical technologies should not remain within the framework of “legal regulation by analogy”. The author defines that despite the
declaration of the goals, principles and signification of the use of medical technologies (new (innovative), bio, strategic), the current legislation does not contain a
definition of the key concept. The author thinks that the framing of contracts’ models and liability takes place against the background of the emergence and rapid
development of new objects of law that are still poorly understood and contain a potential threat to human life and health, which determines the increasing role
of contract and tort law. The article highlights the features of the sector of private law regulation in biomedicine and formulates a conclusion about the need to
create a framework legislative act on new (innovative, bio) medical technologies and their application, which will contain a set of private law norms that regulate
the emergence of previously unknown objects of civil rights.
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
