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On the Possibility of Amendment or Cancellation of a Gift Agreement

The focus of this article is a critical analysis of the possibilities of changing or canceling the donation agreement.
It is proved that civil legislation provides its parties with the opportunity to change or terminate the donation agreement by
mutual agreement, regardless of the actual transfer of the gift object. In addition, the donation agreement may be amended
or terminated by the court at the request of one of the parties due to a significant change in circumstances. Arguments are
given in favor of the fact that the parties to the donation agreement have the right to agree on other cancellative conditions
that allow the gift to be returned to the donor in whole or in part. These conclusions are substantiated by an up-to-date
analysis of the doctrine and law enforcement practice, including foreign ones.
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
