Problems of the Civil Law Protection of Personal Non-Property Rights in the Process of the Digital Profiling
of Citizens

In the article, the author examines the main problems of violation of personal non-property rights of citizens in
the process of digital profiling. The author explores the problems of social crediting (rating) of citizens in the process
of using a digital profile, analyzes the practice of China and the development of Chinese civil legislation in terms of
protecting the personal rights of citizens in the process of social crediting.

It is concluded that the development of a system of digital profiling and social rating in Russia will inevitably
prompt the need to protect the rights of citizens in terms of obtaining information about how their digital profile is
collected and evaluated; how their rating is formed within the digital profile; what technologies and tools were used
in this process. It is important to ensure the protection of the rights of users of the Internet, social networks, and
various digital platforms when creating various ratings and ratings; to prevent the restriction of civil legal capacity if
it is carried out on the basis of a decision taken in an automated manner and the citizen has not been provided with
all the necessary information to determine whether it was worth it to enter into the appropriate digital relationship.
Clearly, civil protection of citizens’ rights should be provided for when collecting, evaluating and using their data
within the framework of digital profiling, functioning on the basis of the use of artificial intelligence systems based on
discriminatory algorithms for a particular social criterion.
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
