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The Legal Uncertainty Problem in Cases of Requisition Aimed at Liquidation of Infectious Disease
Distribution Hotspots

The article provides a detailed analysis of the legal nature of requisition as one of the forms of forced redemption of
property from the owner by decision of state authorities. Legal facts constituting the requisition procedure and

factors influencing the amount of monetary compensation paid to the owner are considered. The provisions of the
civilistic doctrine on the peculiarities of the forced seizure of property from the owner in various historical periods
of the development of civil law in Russia are given. The main content of the text is a review of the positions of the
Constitutional Court of Russia and other judicial bodies in terms of the relationship between the norms on the
inadmissibility of free forced termination of property rights and the norms on the liability of the owner in terms
of bearing the burden of maintaining his property, as well as the inadmissibility of using property to harm the life
and health of others. According to the author, the norms of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation on the forced
termination of ownership do not contain grounds for refusing to pay the owner compensation for the value of the
seized property, even if the seizure was provoked by the behavior of the owner himself. In conclusion, the author
considered the prospects for possible changes in the legislation on the forced seizure of property from the owner in
order to prevent the spread and eliminate the consequences of emergency situations.
