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Damage Compensation Problems in the Origination of Post-Vaccine Complications

In the conditions of a changeable, unstable epidemiological situation in Russia and in the world, accompanied by
mass vaccination, the issue of managing the risks of post-vaccination complications, preventing and combating them,
the procedure and amounts of compensation payments, persons who are entitled to receive them, compensation for
harm, establishing a causal relationship between vaccination and the resulting injuries, etc. is quite acute.

The author draws attention to the fact that not every side effect after immunization can be considered as a basis
for making a claim for compensation for harm to health. These are only post-vaccination complications, expressed in
severe and (or) persistent health disorders. It is concluded that in the event of post-vaccination complications caused
by a violation of the quality of the vaccine or errors during immunization, the decision on liability will depend on
compliance with the requirements for the quality of medical care, the assessment of which the Law on the Protection
of Citizens’ Health associates with compliance with the established procedure for its provision, approved standards
and clinical recommendations. In cases where post-vaccination complications correspond to statistically confirmed
consequences, the issue of compensation for harm should be resolved from the position of recognizing the vaccine
as a source of increased danger, provided there are no facts indicating a significant impact on the development of the
disease of other factors.
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
