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The article deals with the analysis of S.I. Hessen of the transformation of the principles of freedom and equality
within the framework of the liberal social ideal at the beginning of the twentieth century. It is shown that the new
liberalism, in comparison with the classical one, deepened and expanded the understanding of freedom and equality,
giving them, in addition to the negative (negative), a positive (positive) meaning. In the first sense, freedom was
conceived as the non-interference of the state in the private life of the individual, the freedom of the individual from
the state, and in the second-as the provision by the state of certain spiritual and material conditions for the self-
realization of the individual. Equality was understood not only as equality before the law, but also as equal chances
for everyone, equality of starting point in the upcoming life struggle. Thus, legal, formal equality was supplemented
by social equality. The result of the new liberalism’s reinterpretation of the concepts of freedom and equality, Hessen
considered the thesis of the need to expand the functions and scope of the state. Along with the prohibitive and
protective (protection of law) functions, the state was assigned positive duties in relation to individuals: providing
citizens with a minimum of social benefits. The article shows that from the point of view of Hessen, the new
liberalism offered a qualitatively new interpretation of the relationship between the individual and the state. The idea
of classical liberalism about their “mutual indifference”, the non-interference of one in the sphere of the other, the
new liberalism opposed the idea of mutual rights and obligations between the individual and the state. The article
concludes that the change in the liberals’ interpretation of the principles of freedom and equality was assessed by
Hessen as the socialization of the liberal doctrine that took place under the influence of socialism.
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
