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Currently, most States have consultative (public, socio-economic) councils (chambers) attached to State
authorities. In the Russian Federation, such a body is the Public Chamber of the Russian Federation, which is an
institution of civil society, the embodiment of a consultative form of interaction between the state and society,
an advisory, monitoring and human rights body. After the establishment of the Public Chamber in Russia, similar
institutions began to appear in most of the CIS countries. Often, their activities as an independent institution
of civil society, created to interact and establish feedback between society and the state, are imitative in nature.
Th e article analyzes the main stages of the formation and legal status of advisory bodies in Armenia, Uzbekistan,
Kazakhstan, as well as other CIS countries.
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
