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The article studies models and forms of interaction between civil society institutions and the state. The author believes that in
theory and in practice, there have established two approaches to legal regulation of interaction between civil society institutions and
the state in Russia: the model implying direct administrative regulation of activities of respective associations by government
authorities and the model implemented based on equal rights partnership. However, the first model used in Russian practice fails to
correspond to the principles and provisions of modern laws or solve present-day tasks the society and the state face. The article
reviews the issue of laws containing forms of interaction between the state and the civil society. Th e author notes that singling out of
the main forms of interaction between civil society institutions and public government and consolidation thereof in the Constitution
of the Russian Federation is the most important result of the constitutional reform. However, such forms can be singled out from
provisions of other federal laws, acts of strategic development and laws of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation. Special
attention is paid to the analysis of various classifi cations of legal forms of interaction between the state and the civil society contained
in scientific publications. Based on such analysis, the article concludes that most authors stick to excessively narrow interpretation of
the content of the category of interaction between the state and civil society institutions and thus artifi cially limit the system of legal
forms of such interaction. The article suggests the author’s classifi cation taking into account active development of new forms of
interaction between the state and civil society institutions including the ones based on digital technologies.
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
