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The article analyzes the problematic issues of the correlation of private and public interests in the legal regulation of divorce.
The interests of spouses and heir minor children are of a private legal nature. The public interest is based on the interest of society

and the state in preserving marriage as the basis of the family. Being a unique social institution, the family largely determines the
successes and achievements of civil society. It is noted that the establishment of the boundaries of the freedom of divorce is the
essence of the problem of the correlation of the interests of spouses, their minor children, as well as society and the state. Th e
approaches of the legislator in our state to divorce in diff erent historical periods of time are traced. Attention is drawn to the diffi
culties of ensuring a balance of interests aff ected by the dissolution of marriage. Th e necessity of taking not only measures aimed at
improving the legal regulation of divorce, but also measures providing for the fi nancial well-being of the family, the promotion of
family values with the help of social institutions engaged in the collection, processing, analysis and dissemination of information on a
massive scale is emphasized. Consolidation of the eff orts of the state and civil society will contribute to this.
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
