K.N. Leontyev’s State Organicism as a Social Development Theory
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In the following article a theory of inevitable laws of social existence, which was produced by Russian philosopher K.N. Leontiev,
is analyzed; the actual role of the society and the nature of paths for its evolution in the philosopher’s “triune process” are the matter
of the research. Moreover, some interpretations for main terms of the theory are provided and some possible roots of these terms are
named. An explanation is also presented concerning the relation of the theory to the traditions of political and legal organicism, which
presupposed its own view of social body. At last, a conclusion is made about what can be found useful in the theory by those, who are
interested in civil societies as such.
