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The issues of responsibility for violation of antimonopoly legislation in the field of energy supply are considered. The general
provisions on legal liability are given, the content of liability for violation of antimonopoly legislation is disclosed. The types of liability
for violation of antimonopoly legislation are highlighted. Based on the analysis of law enforcement practice, it is noted that in
the sphere of public relations under consideration there are features of the subject composition, object and content of the legal
relationship. There is also a special regulatory legal regulation in the field of electricity supply, gas supply, oil and petroleum
products supply, heat supply. In general, examples of law enforcement practice indicate that unfair competition and economic
activities aimed at monopolization in the field of energy supply are associated with non-compliance with the requirements
of legislation on tariff regulation, on natural monopolies, on public procurement. In each sphere of energy supply, along with
the general provisions on liability in accordance with Article 37 of the Law on Protection of Competition, the norms of industry
legislation are also applied to violators of the requirements of antimonopoly legislation. Examples of the application of such norms
in different areas of energy supply (in the field of electric power supply, gas supply, heat supply, oil and petroleum products
supply) are given. In general, the analysis of law enforcement practice has shown that it is advisable to include norms in special
laws regulating relations in the field of energy supply, which define the grounds and conditions for the occurrence of legal liability
for violation of antimonopoly legislation.
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
