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Ensuring effective legal regulation of social relations requires a system of legal sources that meets the objective requirements.
Currently, e-commerce is developing rapidly around the world, and the People's Republic of China is the fastest growing
country in this field. In this article, the author looks the system of legislation on electronic commerce in the PRC. The main
parts of development of the legislation on e-commerce in the PRC and important issues that Chinese scientists and legislators
paid attention to are revealed. The subject of this article is the analysis of current state of the legal regulation of e-commerce
in China. The main trend of the development of the legislation on e-commerce in the PRC is analyzed from the point of view
of technological development and strengthening of the comprehensive law on e-commerce. Special attention is focused on
the rule of e-commerce platforms.
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
