The Role of Letters of Instruction in the Establishment of the Civil Procedure Practice in the First Years
of the Soviet Rule (Based on Files of the Novgorod Governorate)

The article is devoted to the analysis of the role of instructional letters in the practice of interpreting
legislation and correcting errors of law enforcement in the framework of civil proceedings after the October

Revolution of 1917 using the example of the Novgorod province. The author focuses on the main trends in the
formation of the sphere of private law regulation in the Soviet period, which determined the importance of civil
procedure in the development of legal proceedings in general.

The article characterizes the role of cassation and supervisory authorities in identifying errors in the
practice of people’s courts, identifies the main reasons for the low quality of legal proceedings. Special attention
is paid to the problem of replacing the judicial procedure for resolving private law disputes with extrajudicial,
extra-legal forms of settlement. Based on these archival materials, the author characterizes the basic principles
of organizing legal proceedings and comes to the conclusion about the role of instructional letters as the main
form of expression of interpretive practice in the first years of Soviet power.
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
