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This article discusses some of the problems that have arisen in civil proceedings in connection with the
introduction of restrictive measures in the spring of 2020. In particular, the absence of technical possibility of
court sessions with the use of information technologies; restriction of some principles of civil proceedings; non-
compliance with the procedural form; abuse of procedural rights of participants are highlighted. The conclusion
about possible decrease of efficiency of judicial protection during introduction of restrictive measures is made.
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
