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The article is devoted to the study of the role of the court with the participation of jurors in enhancing
the involvement of citizens in the public process of administering justice. Being a supporter of the institution
of a jury trial, the author gives a number of additional arguments aimed at justifying the need for its further
improvement. The task of the jury is to give the trial the additional properties of “impartiality” and “indepen-
dence” when deciding only one question — whether the accused is guilty or not. To do this, it is enough to have
life experience, a sense of justice, conscience, common sense, etc., but it is not at all necessary to have a higher
legal education, work experience in the legal profession and a recognized high qualification in the field of law,
which is required to fill the position of a professional judge.
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
