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The article analyzes the national and international view of the category of “fair judgment” in civil proceedings,
uses a comparative legal method when studying the norms of other industries and the positions of scientists.
The author identifies two key issues that are related to the legal regulation of justice in civil proceedings and
the definition of measures of responsibility for the fairness of a court decision. The main result of the work is a
reasoned conclusion on the need to consolidate in the CPC of the Russian Federation the requirements of the
fairness of the judgment, along with legality and validity by analogy with the Code of Criminal Procedure of the
Russian Federation. In addition, the author proposes the consolidation of various liability measures for parties
who exercise their rights in bad faith, which affects the fairness of the court decision.
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
