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The article provides a comparative analysis of the principle of the language of judicial proceedings in modern Russian and
Armenian law. The author comes to the conclusion that the essence of the constitutional intersectoral procedural principle of the
language of legal proceedings lies not only in the fact that legal proceedings and records management are conducted in the courts in the
state language, but also in the guarantees provided to persons who do not speak this language. There is a common and special feature
in the consolidation of the principle of the language of judicial proceedings in Russian and Armenian legislation.
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
