Electronic Judicial Proceedings in a Civil Procedure

The civil procedural legislation of the Russian Federation establishes a judicial procedure for the consideration and resolution of
civil cases in order to protect violated or disputed rights, freedoms and legitimate interests of citizens, organizations and other entities.
An analysis of the specific norms of existing legislation, judicial practice and the positions of scientists shows some divergence in
approaches to the rules of electronic court proceedings that are being successfully implemented today.

In order to systematize these rules, it is proposed to analyze and clarify the existing legislative and theoretical options for using
information (digital) technologies in civil proceedings.
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
