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The general purpose of the research is to evaluate the proportionality of the appeal and
cassation forms of readjudication of court rulings from the standpoint of compliance with the
res judicata principle stipulating finality of a court ruling.

“justification of rulings”, “admissibility of evidence” and “impact of breaches of the law” on the
case outcome.
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
