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The article is devoted to the study of a number of constitutional and legal problems aimed at
exercising the right to access to cultural property and the use of cultural institutions in the countries
of the former socialist community. The author argues that the presence of a common historical
fate of the countries of the former socialist community, as well as unity in the approaches of the
previous state policy in the protection of cultural values, predetermine a number of general trends
characteristic of the modern stage of their development, including Russia. The legislation of the CIS
countries secures the right of citizens to access cultural property. The normative acts of individual
states use the concepts of “historical heritage’, “historical and cultural values” to indicate this right,
but this linguistic replacement does not significantly affect the essence and content of the law in
question, which (based on an analysis of the laws of the CIS countries) ensures the preservation of
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national identity, cultural development and upbringing of the personality, transfer of traditions to
future generations.
