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The article presents various understandings of the term «design culture», briefly describes the visual culture of book
cover design in Russia and abroad. The modern trends of book design are listed, the influence of the dynamics of the digital
world is described. Based on the analysis of judicial practice, the most common ways of copyright infringement by Russian
publishing houses are identifi ed and considered: 1) the use of an image or fonts without specifying the authorship and (or)
the consent of the copyright holder; 2) the use of someone else's illustration when creating a new image; 3) imitation of the
design of a foreign-language publication. The author's point of view on the illegality of borrowing the embodiment of a
specifi c idea and style of the cover of a foreign publication through its processing is given.
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
