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The article considers the managerial and legal aspects of the action of ethnocultural mechanisms of continuity of
folk art festivals in refl ecting the cultural heritage of Siberia on the example of the festival “Soul of Russia” in Omsk
Irtysh. Based on the analysis of the goals of cultural policy and the process of interaction of ethnocultural and regional
identifi cation factors, the authors formulate the conditions for the continuity of traditions of folk art festivals. The
experience of making managerial decisions that contribute to the process of democratization of the spiritual life of the
region in the 1990s is summarized. It is shown that initiatives born in government bodies fi nd on the ground not only
the usual performing response, but also the opposite creative movement. Th is is confirmed by the festival “Soul of
Russia,” which has become a resource in the ethnocultural identifi cation of Syrians and the preservation of the cultural
heritage of the peoples of Siberia. The relevance of the state cultural policy to stimulate creative expression, the
development of citizens’ abilities and talents is emphasized. A comparative analysis of the traditions and innovations of
ethnocultural festivals showed the eff ect of the launch mechanisms of the continuity traditions of folk art festivals,
which allow to form a number of ethnocultural innovations, modernize the forms and means of ethnocultural identifi
cation and make them more effective in preserving the cultural heritage of national projects.
