On the Terms “Marking of Goods” and “Traceability of Goods” in Conditions of Digitization
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The variety of metaphorical, contradictory and tautological definitions of concepts used in customs and other
legislation on marking, identification of marked goods, control (identification) marks, identifiers, identification
tools and traceability, control and monitoring procedures raises many questions. Therefore, the topic under
consideration is relevant and important. The shortcomings of such legislation and regulatory legal acts regulating
the production and use of the procedure for marking goods by means of identification and traceability of
the movement of marked goods are shown. Approaches for solving the existing shortcomings are proposed.
Digitalization as the next fourth stage of automation requires a significant ordering of terminology dictionaries,
the construction of a thesaurus and the harmonization of ontological models of subject areas. It is argued that
the procedures for identifying goods, including labeling of goods, and the recognition procedures, including
identification of labeled goods, allowing for their traceability, should be clearly separated.
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
