ABSTRACT

The article analyzes the structure of cash receipts
to political parties in Russia in 2020. Depending
on the amount of revenue, six groups of political
parties are allocated. The author concludes that
there is still a significant financial gap between the
parties with the largest revenues and the majority
of the rest. According to the author's forecasts, for
the next several years, state funding will provide
the predominant share of revenues of the largest
parties in the total revenue of all parties.
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
