Free Elections in the New Constitutional Cycle of the Russian Federation
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The article examines the domestic constitutional and legal model of free elections in the focus of empowering the highest official of
the constituent entity of the Russian Federation (the head of the supreme executive body of state power of the constituent entity of
the Russian Federation) and the head of the municipality in retrospect and modern reality. The most democratic model of empowering
the head of a constituent entity of the Russian Federation and the head of a municipal formation, which corresponds to the letter
and spirit of the Constitution of the Russian Federation, is determined. As a result of a comprehensive analysis of normative legal acts,
law enforcement practice, as well as theoretical views of legal scholars on the research topic, the author substantiated the expansion
of the boundaries of the constitutional principle of democracy, meaningfully including both free elections and alternative methods
of election of the head of the subject of the Russian Federation and the head of the municipality. It has been established that the
emergence of an all-Russian vote as a democratic dialogue between an individual, society and the state testifies to the need to expand
the understanding of the boundaries of the constitutional principle of democracy. It is concluded that in a state governed by the rule
of law in the process of building a civil society, as well as a model of the unity of the public power system, it is necessary to maintain
the constitutional value of democracy in all its manifestations.
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
